GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS
The proceedings will include articles based on papers presented at the 4th International Conference on Easy Language Research and Practice, KLAARA 2025. Two reviewers will anonymously review each submitted article. Only those articles receiving positive feedback from both the reviewers and the editorial board will be published.
The electronic version of the proceedings will be available on the website of the Institute of the Latvian Language at the Faculty of Humanities, University of Latvia (LU HZF), as well as in the LU E-resource repository.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS
Submission method and deadline
Articles must be formatted according to the specified requirements and submitted electronically by October 1, 2025, via email to klaara2025@lu.lv in both *.doc or *.docx and *.pdf formats.
Authors must provide the following information: name, surname, academic degree, institution and position, and email address.
Language of the article
Articles are published in Latvian or English. If the article is in Latvian, the title, keywords, and abstract must also be provided in English.
Citations written in Cyrillic must be transliterated. Online language tools can be used, e.g.:

MANUSCRIPT FORMATTING
Length of the article: Up to 10,000 words.
Abstract length: 250–300 words.
Longer articles are only allowed in exceptional cases with the permission of the editorial board.
Page layout and font
Use Times New Roman font for the text.
If special characters are used, they must be attached as an appendix.
Only automatic styles should be used for formatting.
Manuscript structure
The main text must clearly define the purpose and present logical conclusions based on the research.
Structuring the main text into the following sections is recommended: introduction, sections, subsections, and conclusions. Headings should be aligned to the left margin. Subsections should be structured in no more than three levels.
The abstract must describe the research problem and main conclusions.
The article must include the following sections:
· title,
· abstract,
· 4–8 keywords,
· main text (introduction, sections, subsections, and conclusions),
· list of abbreviations (if necessary),
· list of sources (if necessary),
· bibliography.
Tables and images
Tables, charts, images, and other visual elements must be numbered (e.g., Table 1. Forms of the words under study; Figure 2. Results of the eye-tracking session).
If the visual material is not created by the author, the source must be cited.
Figure or image number and caption should be placed below the figure or image, centered; the table title should be placed above the table.
The main text must include references to the figures, tables, charts, or other visual elements.
References and bibliography formatting
As articles are reviewed anonymously, they must not include any references that could identify the author (e.g., name, surname, use of first-person pronouns).
The bibliography must be organized alphabetically by the author’s surname or by the title of the source.
Author names in the in-text citations and bibliography must be written in the original language of the referenced work. Titles in Cyrillic must be transliterated and integrated into the general alphabetical order.
The APA style is used for bibliographic citations and reference formatting.
